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3. Attach Bottom Rail (D) to Left Frame (A) as shown, insert Bolt (H) thru Spring Washer (G) and Flat Washer (F), 
tighten with Allen Wrench (J).

10. Pull out the inner rail of the slide on drawer box out to the maximum extent. Align the slide on drawer with 

the slide on drawer box as shown, push drawer into the box. Push and pull the drawer back and forth a 
few times until it is locked firmly.
