• Note: Do not fully tighten any of the bolts until all parts are in place. Failure to follow these instructions 

may cause the bolts to misalign during assembly.

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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS: 
 
1. Attach Left & Right HB Legs (C&D) to the Post of Center Rail (E) by inserting the Short Allen Bolt (K) with 
Spring Washer (L) and Flat Washer (M) through pre-drilled holes in the Legs (C&D) into the pre-drilled holes in 
Center Rail (E); tighten with Allen Key (I), as shown below.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Attach Left & Right HB Legs (C&D) to the Headboard (A) by inserting the Short Allen Bolt (K) with Spring 
Washer (L) and Flat Washer (M) through pre-drilled holes in the Legs (C&D) into the pre-drilled holes in 
Headboard Posts (A); tighten with Allen Key (I), as shown below.

3. Lay the Storage Side rail (F) on a soft, scratch-free surface. 
 

4. Attach the Levelers (P) to the bottom of the Storage Side Rail (F) by inserting Short Philip Head screw 
(O) through the pre-drilled holes on the Leveler (P) and into the pre-drilled holes on the bottom of the 
Storage Side rail (F) as shown below; tighten using the Philip Head Screwdriver. Adjust Levelers (P) 
until they sit level with the Storage Side rail (F). Insert the Wood Dowel (S) into the pre-drilled holes on 
the outer side panel of Storage Side Rail (F) as seen in illustration below. 
 

 
 

 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
5. Hold Headboard (A) in a vertical position tilted slightly forward.   

 
6. Attach each Storage Side Rail (F) to the Headboard legs by inserting the Long Allen Bolt (J) with 

Spring Washer (L) and Flat Washer (M) the at the inner ends of the Storage Side Rail (F) into the 
corresponding holes on the Headboard legs using the Allen Key (I). Repeat the same for the Footboard 
(B) as shown in the illustration below. Adjust Levelers of the Headboard (A) and Footboard (B) until 
they sit level with the Storage Side rail (F) as shown in illustration below.

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7. Recheck and adjust Levelers (O) until they sit level with the Storage Side rail (F). 
 

8. Lay the Center Panels (G) over the inner groves on both Storage Side rail Boxes (F) as shown below.

9. Determine the desired level for the Shelf Panel (H). Insert the Shelf Support Peg (R) into the pre-drilled 
holes on the interior sides of the Storage Side rail (F). Gently rest the Shelf Panel (H) on top of the 
Shelf Support Peg (R) and place the Pan Head Screw (Q) underneath the Shelf Support Peg (R) hole;
